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A national-level seminar on “Indian Knowledge Systems: A Multidisciplinary
Approach in Higher Education” was held at KC Das Commerce College on the 7" and
8" of February, 2025. The seminar was organised by K.C. Das Commerce College
Indian Knowledge Systems (IKS) Cell, with the Collaboration of Arya Vidyapeeth
College (Autonomous) IKS Cell, Sadou Assam Satra Mahasabha, and Hare Krishna
Movement, Guwahati. The seminar featured seven sessions on various topics, with a
total of 85 presenters from 46 different educational institutions across Indian states of
Karnataka, Telangana, West Bengal, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Tripura, Manipur,
Meghalaya, and Assam. A total of 62 research papers were presented across these
sessions.

The inaugural function took place on the 7™ of February in the college conference hall.
The keynote address was delivered by Shri Diganta Biswa Sharma, Professor of Practice
in both Gauhati University and Dibrugarh University. In his speech, Shri Sharma
highlighted the significance of traditional Indian knowledge systems, emphasizing the
study and practice of Vajra-Dharma, Garhastha-Dharma, Sannyasa-Dharma, History,
Philosophy, Medicine, Ayurveda, Botany, Yoga, etc, which have been integral to Indian
civilization since time immemorial. He noted that the new education system in India
places special importance on this traditional knowledge base. Dr. Hrishikesh Barua, the
principal of KC Das Commerce College, delivered the welcome address. He emphasized
that, according to the National Education Policy, teachers should first understand
Indian Knowledge Traditions to teach them effectively. The seminar was organized with
this goal in mind. Representatives from the collaborating institutions —Dr. Pradeep
Kumar Bhattacharya, Principal of Arya Vidyapeeth College (Autonomous), Shri
Gautamananda Goswami, General Secretary of Sadou Assam Satra Mahasabha, and
Vijay Prabhu, Vice President of the Hare Krishna Movement—shared their remarks.



On the first day, three technical sessions were conducted. The first session, themed
‘Indian Knowledge in the Field of Education’, was chaired by Dr. Marami Gowasmi,
HoD, Post Graduate Department of Education, Anita Baruah Sharma College of
Education (NERIM). The second technical session focused on ‘Indian Knowledge
Tradition in Accounting and Management’ and was chaired by Prof. Prashant Sharma,
Department of Commerce of Gauhati University. The third session explored the theme
‘Ancient Indian Science, Economics, and Laws’ and was conducted by Dr. Saurabh
Pran Sharma, Associate Professor, Department of Economics, Arya Vidyapeeth College
Autonomous.

On the second day, the first and second technical sessions were held simultaneously as
parallel sessions. The first session in Conference Hall-2 was chaired by Prof. Bimal
Mazumdar, Department of Assamese, Gauhati University. He chaired the presentations
of Assamese and Bengali papers, while Dr. Anupama Tiwari, Assistant Professor and
Master Trainer in Indian Knowledge Systems at Alliance University, Bangalore, joined
online to oversee the presentation of papers in Hindi and English. The theme of this
session was ‘Indigenous Knowledge in Indian Literature’. Meanwhile, the parallel
session was conducted by Dr. Bhanu Bezbora Kalita, Associate Professor, Department
of Assamese, Goalpara College.

The third session on the second day focused on ‘Indian Knowledge in Culture and
Traditions” and was jointly conducted by Prof. Sudeshna Bhattacharjya, Department of
Sanskrit, Gauhati University and Dr. Tulika Dey, North East Regional Institute of
Education, NCERT, Umiam, Shillong. The final technical session of the two-day
seminar was centered on ‘Philosophical Foundations Connected to Indian Knowledge
Systems’ and was chaired jointly by Dr. Hemant Kumar Kalita, retired Vice-Principal
of Goalpara College, and Vijay Prabhu from Hare Krishna Movement.

The valedictory session of the two-day National Seminar concluded with the esteemed
presence of distinguished scholars, Ravindra Chandrashri Palliyaguruge, Senior
Lecturer in Political Science, Sabaragamuwa University, Sri Lanka, and Dr. Raktim
Patar, Associate Professor, Centre for Historical Studies, Jawaharlal Nehru University.
Dr. Hrishikesh Baruah, Principal of KC Das Commerce College, welcomed the
honorable guests and expressed his satisfaction with the successful completion of the
seminar. In his address, Mr. Palliyaguruge highlighted the historical relations between
ancient India and Sri Lanka, while Dr. Patar shared his insights on Indian Knowledge
Systems. Vijay Prabhu from the Hare Krishna Movement also shared his thoughts on
the occasion. A comprehensive report on the seminar was presented by Debasish
Buragohain, Assistant Professor, Department of Assamese, followed by the Vote of
Thanks delivered by Dr. Swapna Smriti Mahanta, Head of the Department of
Assamese, KC Das Commerce College.

The seminar facilitated both online and offline paper presentations, allowing for wider
participation from scholars and researchers. The event was attended by all faculty
members of KC Das Commerce College, contributing to a successful and insightful
academic gathering on the significance of Indian Knowledge Systems in higher
education.
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
